Our speaker on January 18, 2012, was Mark Wiegert, Investigator with the Calumet County Sheriff’s Department.  Mark spoke to members about “A Child Is Missing Alert Program.”  The Sheriff’s Department recently formalized an agreement, putting a high tech method into place to search locally for missing children, missing elderly, college students, and missing persons who may be mentally or physically challenged or disabled. If someone is reported missing the Sheriff’s department will make a call to the national headquarters in Fort Lauderdale, Florida.  Calls are answered by a mapping technician who initiates the rapid process of gathering information and use of a sophisticated mapping system.  A Child Is Missing then launches potentially thousands of calls within minutes with an alert message detailing the missing person’s description, last known whereabouts, and pertinent information.  The alert message will also include a phone number for the local sheriff’s department for use by anyone with info relating to the missing person.  Phone numbers called by this program include listed numbers and mobile numbers available to ACIM in the selected area.  To enter your cell phone into the program, go to www.achildismissing,org and click on “add your name” to enter your name, number, and address.  The info will only be used for emergency message alerts.  The advantage of this program over the Amber Alert is that it can be used for a lost person, versus an abducted individual.  There are also no jurisdictional boundaries.  This new program is free and is paid for through grants.  When questioned about how to promote our Safe Assured Program, Mark indicated he would look over our information and see if current Sheriff, Mark Ott, would endorse the program and work with us to promote Safe Assured. in the schools and community.  Our thanks to Mark for speaking to the club and to Jerry Pagel for arranging the program.
