Past Governor Jamir began with a description of a heroic environment.  It included the following 
elements:  �  Uncompromising truth; �  Mentoring others �  Being open to ideas �  Giving credit 
where credit is due �  Putting interest of others before your own. 
 
Jamir went on to emphasize heroic traits.  Among those traits are the following: 
�  Abundance:  Heroes ask “How can I?”  Average people ask “Can I?” 
�  Boldness:  Heroes ask “What will happen if I don’t take this risk?”  Average people ask “What 
will happen if I fail?” 
�  Commitment:  Heroes say what they mean, do what they say, make bold promises and keep them.  
Average people do what they say when it’s convenient. 
�  Contribution:  Heroes give with no thoughts of personal gain.  Average people give when there is 
something in it for them. 
�  Focus:  Heroes anchor reality to their vision.  Average people anchor vision to reality. 
�  Honor:  Heroes hold principle above personal benefit.  Average people do what is best for them. 
�  Honesty:  Heroes say what they mean and mean what they say.  Average people are honest when 
it’s convenient.  (Honesty is a life style.) 
�  Knowledge:  Heroes are satisfied but not settled.  They are always looking for more, better or    
different.  Average people are settled but not satisfied. 
�  Personal Responsibility:  Heroes choose to – average people have to 
�  Trust:  Heroes have the capacity to trust others with their lives and the wisdom to know when to 
do so.  Average people are unwilling to trust others to be as trustworthy as they are or trust blindly 
without due diligence. 
 
Past Governor Jamir concluded with these challenges:  Make it a daily practice to have fun and 
laugh a lot; make someone’s day and make a choice.  The ultimate challenge for us:  Choose to 
change.
